1 in 5 teens has tried Vicodin—a pow-
erful, addictive narcotic pain reliever 
1 in 10 has tried OxyContinτa pre-
scription narcotic 
1 in 10 has used stimulant Ritalin or 
Adderall for nonmedical purposes 
1 in 11 teens have admitted to getting 
high on cough syrup

OTC medications such as expired cough 
syrup 
Prescription samples & medications 
Medication samples 
Prescriptions for household pets 
Medicated lotions or ointments 

 

Not OK to Deposit: 
Needles or other sharp objects 
Thermometers 
Hazardous waste 
Trash/empty containers 

Wastewater treatment facilities are not 
designed to break down or remove 
drugs flushed into the water system.  
The results include: 

Contaminated soil, rivers and 
streams and groundwater 
Polluted waterways that can be 
harmful to marine life & the envi-
ronment 
Drinking water that can contain 
traces of antibiotics and other drugs

Local Statistics 

In recent local and national surveys, Mobile 
County students 

in grades 6 through 10, report rates of 
illicit drug use are above the national 
average 
average age of first use for prescription 
drugs has decreased, meaning kids are 
experimenting with prescription drugs 
at a younger age
